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• Replacing old dilapidated buildings with modern,
quality and environmentally-friendly schemes

• Enhancing the quality of the living environment
through restructuring and re-planning of older
districts

• Providing appropriate community facilities and
open space
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• Reviving and strengthening the socio-
economic and environmental fabric of
different districts through appropriate means
of renewal

• Adopting a ‘holistic’ coordinated approach with
our partners and stakeholders to improve the
quality of urban living through redevelopment,
rehabilitation and preservation initiatives
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• Protecting and conserving buildings with
historical and architectural value which will be
put to community, public or other suitable uses

• To become functional parts of the community or
tourist attractions

• Sustaining local area characteristics
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• Working with owners, the Government and other
partners to prevent the decay of the built
environment by promoting and facilitating the
proper repair and maintenance of buildings

• Extending the useful life of buildings to alleviate
the urgency of redevelopment
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
